Weekly and Season Jackpots

Starts September 15%!
(Revised 9/21/2020)

Entry fee per round of 25 targets: $14 Shells: factory only, maximum 1 oz. shot

e 32% of entry fee goes back to shooters:
o $2.50 goes to the weekly jackpot, and $2.00 goes to the Season Jackpot.
o Atleast $4.50 per round must be paid in cash.
9 Weekly Jackpots
e Weeks ending Sundays: 9/20, 9/27, 10/4, 10/11, 10/18, 10/25, 11/8, 11/15, 11/22.

¢ Show up and shoot as often as you wish, anytime the Club is open; each score counts for the Weekly
Jackpot. You must get an “official” scoresheet from the clubhouse when you pay, for scoring your
round. Scoresheets must be turned in by end-of-day each Sunday to count. No exceptions.

o Weekly Jackpots will be distributed via Lewis Class:
o 1 winner for every 10 scores, ties decided by card draw except for straight 25’s, which split.

e Targets may be changed for the start of a new week.

10""-Week Season Jackpot Shoot-off
¢ You must shoot at least 6 scores during the season to qualify for the Season Jackpot.
o The 2-round Season Jackpot shoot-off (50-target total) will take place the week ending Sunday 12/6.

e Show up and shoot your shoot-off rounds anytime the Club is open between 12/2 and 12/6. Targets will
be changed before the shoot-off.

e Your top 6 scores from your weekly jackpot entries will be added together, and the total will be used
(one entry per shooter) to determine the divisions for the Season Jackpot shoot-off.

e Your first 2, 25-round scores (50-target total) the 10th week will count for the Season Jackpot
shoot-off. The entry fee per round of 25 targets is $11.50 each, with $2.00 per round going into the
Season Jackpot. You must get an “official” scoresheet from the clubhouse when you pay, for scoring
your two shoot-off rounds. Scoresheets must be turned in by end of day Sunday to count. No
exceptions.

e The Season Jackpot will be distributed via the divisions using 50-target shoot-off scores:
o 1 division per 8 shooters, paying 50/30/20 per division, ties decided by a card draw.

If feasible, we will have random pink or green “bogey” targets occasionally, with those breaking a bogey target
awarded a free drink.

Scores and payoffs will be posted on the Club’s website for each of the Weekly Jackpots and the Season
Jackpot.

We plan to have a second FITASC Jackpot season during the winter, dates to be announced.
